“I work hard to provide real takeaway value – things that members can do as soon as they get back to their office to get better, faster, stronger,” she said. “I also follow up with members every week for 12 weeks to deepen the learning by providing additional tools and tips–all that can be read in 30 seconds or less. It takes about 12 weeks for a successful adult to form a new habit, so this helps create new thinking approaches in members, which is what my Innovating Every Day presentation is all about. I also try to use examples that are relevant to the members in the room. I look up members before each presentation to learn a little about their company and industry. This way, I am speaking to them and not at them.”

Formerly known as the Members Choice Award, this designation is devoted to the speaker who provided the most presentations in the calendar year while maintaining a 4.5 or higher average score in both content and delivery. This speaker is relatively new, with three or less years experience in the Vistage speaker program. Through their work and conduct, recipients well represent the company’s mission and values.

“Holly is such a pleasure to work with,” said Rachel Bishop, a Chair Operations Advisor at Vistage headquarters who works closely with speakers. “She’s always pleasant and responsive, with a phenomenal attitude. Holly represents the quality of speakers Vistage has to offer: fresh, new, informative and fun.”

“Given the response we’ve received from our members and Chairs on her presentations over the past couple of years, it seems the Fast Track Award is befitting of someone of her caliber,” she added.
